You agree to provide us  with a valid, active email 
address, and to notify us promptly us  of any changes 
in your email address. The email address currently on 
file for your account can be viewed and edited within 
the profile area of  Online Banking. You agree that we 
shall not be liable for any third-party incurred fees, 
other costs, issues, claims, or liabilities of any kind, 
arising from any statement or notification being sent 
to an invalid or inactive email address that you have 
provided  us.

In order to receive and review  statements, you must 
have an Internet-capable computer with version 5.5 or 
higher of  Internet Explorer, Netscape Navigator/
Communicator, or America Online. You must also 
have your browser enabled to accept third party 
cookies. In addition, you must have a printer that can 
print any disclosures that are emailed to you or made 
available on our website, and you agree that you will 
do so. In the alternative, you must have, and 
maintain, the ability to electronically save, and to 
display on your computer screen, any disclosures that 
are emailed to you or made available on our website. 
You understand that we do not make any warranties, 
either express or implied, on any equipment, 
hardware, software, or Internet service provider that 
we do not provide, including (without limitation) any 
warranties of  merchantability or fitness  for a particular 
purpose.
 

You will receive your account statement at least 
annually. You will be notified via email when your 
account statement is available. Upon receipt of the 
email, you may retrieve the account statement by 
logging into the Online Banking application and 
navigating to the statement within the eStatement tab.
